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Teacher’s Report 
 
What a wonderful first month of preschool it has been. All the children seem to have settled in to their new 
routines extremely well.  We have enjoyed watching new friendships blossoming and the reconnecting of friends 
from last year. You should all be very proud of your little ones as they are doing an amazing job of learning their 
new routines, being responsible helpers, and thoughtful friends.   
 
We are practicing problem solving, language skills and social-emotional skills through the power of play. 
During the last month your children have been learning these new routines and skills: 

 recognizing and remembering some of the children’s names and the teachers’ names (still working on 
that) 

 lining up, taking turns and sharing with our new friends 
 experimenting with pencils, crayons, paint, glue, scissors (this is a skill that takes time and practice). They 

are really doing a great job.  
 recognizing the special places to put jackets, shoes, and the things to take home 
 using quiet indoor voices and saving their loud voices for outside 
 remembering to use walking feet inside and saving the running feet for outside 
 cleaning after themselves and putting things away (you could see a great cooperation between the 

children during our cleanup time – they all are doing a great job!!!) 
 learning the fire drill where the children practiced how to exit the preschool calmly and quickly.  

 
October we will be discussing the fall season and observing all the changes this time of year brings. This month is 
sure to be a fun month at preschool as we have planned a field trip for the 4/5 class to visit the Brooks Food Bank 
where we will be learning how our community shares with those in need, as well as Halloween this month.  
 
We ask that children do not wear their Halloween costumes to preschool. However, we will be having a special 
Wacky Hair Day and Black and Orange themed day for each class. Children can use the preschool clothes/costumes 
to dress-up if they would like as well.

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Apple Cinnamon Chips  

Ingredients: 

 4 Apples (cored and sliced 1/8” thick) 

 1-2 Tsp. Ground Cinnamon 

 1-2 Tsp. Granulated Sugar 

 Cooking Spray 

 

Instructions: 

1. Preheat oven to 200 degrees Fahrenheit 

2. Add sliced apples to large bowl & coat with cinnamon and sugar 

3. Spray a baking sheet with cooking spray, and lay apples flat but do 

not overlap 

4. Bake for 2 to 3 hours, until chips are dry yet soft. Allow to cool 

completely before storing in an air tight container, for up to 4 days 

Pumpkin Muffins  

Ingredients: 
 1 + ӎ Cup unbleached, all-purpose flour  2 large eggs 

 ¾ Tsp baking soda  ¼ Cup pure maple syrup 

 ¾ Tsp cinnamon  1 Tsp pure vanilla 

 3 Tbsp. ground Flax  ½ Cup milk 

 ¾ Tsp baking powder  3 Tbsp. butter, melted 

 ¼ Tsp salt  ½ Cup pureed pumpkin 
 

Instructions: 
1. Pre-heat oven to 350 degrees F 

2. Line muffin tin with baking cups or spritz with your favorite oil spray 

3. In a medium bowl, mix flour, flax, baking soda, baking powder, cinnamon, and salt 

4. In a larger bowl, combine lightly beaten eggs with milk, maple syrup, melted butter, 

vanilla and pumpkin. Whisk until incorporated 

5. Slowly sift flour mixture into the egg mixture, using a fork to mix in 

6. Once mixture is just combined, scoop into muffin cups, filling each about halfway. 

7. Bake on the center rack for approximately 14-16 minutes, inserting a toothpick into 

the center to check for a fluffy, full-cooked interior. 

8. Remove muffins from tray and allow to cool on a wire rack 

9. Store muffins in air tight container for up to four days or in the freezer for a month
