SNACK ATTACK

BLUEBERRY AVOCADO MUFFINS

WHAT YOU WILL NEED:

BLUEBERRIES
AVOCADO
FLOUR
EGG
BUTTER OR OIL
MAPLE SYRUP

MILK
VANILLA EXTRACT
BAKING POWDER
BAKING SODA
SALT

DIRECTIONS:

PREP: HEAT OVEN & SPRAY OR LINE A MINI MUFFIN TIN
DRY INGREDIENTS: IN A MEDIUM BOWL, WHISK TOGETHER: FLOUR,
BAKING POWDER, BAKING SODA & SALT
WET INGREDIENTS: MIX AVOCADO UNTIL CREAMY. ADD MAPLE SYRUP
AND OIL, MIX WELL. ADD IN EGG, MILK, AND VANILLA UNTIL COMBINED.
COMBINE: POUR FLOUR MIXTURE INTO WET INGREDIENTS. GENTLY
FOLD THE INGREDIENTS TOGETHER UNTIL COMBINED. DONT OVERMIX.
ADD BLUEBERRIES: GENTLY FOLD IN BLUEBERRIES.
FILL: SPOON THE BATTER INTO THE MUFFIN TIN, FILLING 3/4 TO TOP.
BAKE: BAKE FOR 12-15 MINUTES UNTIL GOLDEN BROWN.
